21st SfEP Annual Conference – great value for money


The full residential member delegate fee for the conference was last raised in 2007 and we have since held it, despite changing venues and continuing to provide a stimulating, changing programme that reflects the current needs of the Society’s members and associates (both freelance and in-house). All other fees have remained the same since 2008.

In addition, we are offering a pre-conference networking opportunity free of charge (see below).

Programme preview

In 2009 we introduced several new workshops and other sessions, most of which received highly positive feedback. So this year we are repeating several of them to give a chance for returning delegates to attend those they were not able to in York and for new delegates to attend them too. Workshop topics will include:

The Whitcombe Lecture will be delivered by Trevor Dolby, head of the Random House imprint Preface Publishing, which he set up along with commercial fiction legend Rosie de Courcy. With a career spanning over 25 years, Trevor has published some of the bestselling books of the period, working with both small and large companies, and was winner of the Editor and Imprint of the Year Award at the 2003 British Book Awards. He is an expert in the relationship between publishing, television and film, and is a regular panellist, speaker and columnist on all things books.

Seminars will include topics as diverse as the typesetter–copy-editor interface (David MacDonald, Director, Prepress Projects), exploiting the social internet platforms for professional networking (Louise Bolotin, SfEP Advanced Member) and ethics and plagiarism in publishing (Elizabeth Wager, Sideview, an authority on written communication and academic publications).

The highly successful ‘Something for everyone’ sessions introduced at York will be repeated and include topics such as editing/proofreading dissertations and theses, issues regarding subcontracting, on-the-ground networking, and guidance on upgrading your membership. There will also be a panel session on good practice. Panel members will include in-house delegates who commission freelance work.  

Pre-conference networking event: Highlights of Glasgow
Saturday 4 September 2010, start time 1.30pm (duration approximately 2 hours)

Join us for a walk led by members of the SfEP Glasgow group for both an opportunity to see some of the city’s highlights and to network with other delegates. Glasgow has a rich history, reflected in its fascinating architecture and open spaces. You will visit Glasgow Green, the People’s Palace, the Merchant City, St Mungo’s Cathedral and the Necropolis. The pace of the walk will be adapted to suit the participants – however, Glasgow is built on a hill, so there will be ups and downs! Lunch will be available for a small charge if required (see page 3).

Information for delegates

Accommodation: All rooms are non-smoking with en-suite showers. There is no lift so please indicate on the booking form if you prefer a room on the ground floor. If you wish to come one day earlier (3 September) please indicate on the form.

Accompanying persons: No double rooms are available. However, there is a Premier Inn close to the venue (Glasgow City ​– George Square). Accompanying persons may not attend the conference, but they may attend the conference dinner at a cost of £35.

Booking and cancellation: Booking is now open and closes on 9 July 2010. Bookings received after 9 July will be held on a waiting list, but places cannot be guaranteed. If you have to cancel your booking, a partial refund may be possible if we can fill your place. A non-refundable deposit of £50 is included in the conference fee. Late cancellations (after 31 July) will not be eligible for refund.

Choosing workshops/seminars: Delegates will be sent a questionnaire by email in early July asking for workshop/seminar choices and any questions they may want to ask the leaders. Please return your form as soon as possible by post. Workshops will be allocated on a first come, first served basis. If you will be away during this period please advise the SfEP office so that we can try to send you your questionnaire before you go away.

Conference centre: There is a lift at the conference centre.
Conference fee

· Residential rate: Includes two nights’ accommodation; attendance at all the sessions; dinner on Saturday, and breakfast and lunch on Sunday and Monday; the conference dinner on Sunday; and refreshments.

· Non-residential daily rate: From registration on the relevant morning until the end of the last afternoon session, including all conference sessions, refreshments and lunch on that day. The conference dinner is payable separately.

Confirmation of booking: A confirmation email will be sent to you on receipt of your booking form and payment.

Dates, times and extra nights: The Society’s AGM will be held at 5:00pm on Saturday 4 September. The conference will start at 9:30am on Sunday 5 September and end at 4:00pm on Monday 6 September. Accommodation is available for Saturday and Sunday nights. An extra night before (Friday night) and after the conference (Monday night) will cost £40 per person, per night for bed and breakfast.
